During the 2020/2022 union session, the Board of Directors has undertaken to keep
marching and maintain the Transparency leading role in conducting local civil work to
promote integrity and anti-corruption and keep up with the international civil society in
order to work according to the highest standards in fighting corruption. Indeed, we were
able, during this union session, to renew all of its membership in the Transparency
International, obtain the membership of the Higher Coordination Committee for the
National Strategy for the Promotion of Integrity and Anti-corruption, as well as the
membership of the Legal Committee to draft the implementing regulation of law no 12
for the year 2020 regarding the freedom of access to information.

It was a year loaded with activities and partnerships during which Transparency sought
to achieve its goals and its vision to raise Kuwait standards and combat corruption and
its risks on the society consistent with the development vision of 2035 New Kuwait.

We, the members of Kuwait Transparency Board of Directors, review in this report all the
achievements of the current board, extending our warm thanks and gratitude to all those
who contributed and participated in the Association activities wishing them every
success and more effective participation in the future.

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Meeting His Highness, the Crown Prince:
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The Board of Directors had the honor to meet his highness, the Crown Prince Sheikh
Mishal Al-Ahmad Al-Jaber Al-Sabah in Bayan Al-Amer Palace on the morning of
Monday the 2nd of August 2021. During this unique meeting, the Board of Directors
listened to his highness vision regarding the activities of the Organization for the next
period and its role in promoting integrity and anti-corruption.
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Meeting his highness, the Prime Minister:

The members of the Board of Directors met his highness, the Prime Minister during
his highness meetings with the representatives of public welfare associations in the
process of discussing the new government formation and drafting of next
government’s action program. The meeting touched on the main requirements for
improving the climate of transparency, integrity and anti-corruption according to the
vision of KTS and international standards.
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2021 Transparency Agenda:

Kuwait position in the Corruption Perception Index:
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The Organization held its annual press conference in order to launch the results of
the World Corruption Perceptions Index (CPI) 2020 in conjunction with all the ITS
branches on the 28th of January 2021. The conference that was priorly recorded and
broadcasted on all the electronic accounts of the Organization and social media
networks, broached the analysis of the State of Kuwait rank in the CPl as well as the
recommendations of Transparency Society to improve Kuwait position in the Index.

Indeed, the position of the State of Kuwait has moved up in this Index by two degrees,

by two positions amongst Arab countries and by seven positions in the overall
ranking. This is due to the advancement made by the State of Kuwait in the V-DEM

forms of democracy indicator.
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Meeting the Minister of Justice:

Alongside the announcement of the State of Kuwait ranking in the World CPI, the
Minister of Justice Dr. Nawaf Al-Yassy hosted a delegation of Kuwait Transparency
Society to discuss about the ranking of Kuwait in the World CPI and the causes of the
improvements, the opportunities of maintaining mutual cooperation between the
executive authority and Transparency in order to achieve better future results, as
well as the most important laws that should be adopted in the forthcoming period
and especially the conflict of interest law.
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The regional symposium for the CPI results:

In line with its regional activity, the
Organization, represented by its chairman,
participated in the regional symposium for
the World CPI results of the Arab region. It
was held with the participation of all the
branches of Arab International
Transparency Society.
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General Assembly:

Transparency held its regular General Assembly (14) on Tuesday the 16th of
February 2021 in the presence of a representative of the Ministry of Social Affairs in
order to discuss the Assembly’s activity during the financial year 2020/2021 and the
draft budget estimate of its future activities. The Board of Directors won vote of
confidence from the members of the General Assembly for both financial and
administrative reports of its activity as well as the budget draft approval.
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Popular Parliamentary panic:
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Issuance of a Statement:

Transparency issued a statement with the
partnership of eleven fellow public welfare
associations in which they commented on
the incidents of tensions between parties of
legislative and executive authorities. In
addition, Transparency has called in the
statement for the need of persuading the
dome of Sheikh Abdullah Al-Salem to adopt
the Access to Information Law.

Seminar
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In the same above-mentioned context, regarding
the parliamentary crisis seen by the country
during that period, Kuwait Transparency Society
organized a seminar on clubhouse application
entitled “National Reform Dialogue” to promote
the need for dialogue to end the national crisis, on
Wednesday the 7th of April. The participants were

Integrity Month

This membership is considered a
good addition to the work of international
relations of Kuwait Transparency Society
and which would contribute to accumulating
of experiences and expertise in dealing with
local issues for promoting integrity and
anti-corruption.
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Statement of Solidarity:

Based on the belief of Transparency in advocating
Arab and Islamic just causes, the Organization
issued a statement of solidarity with various
fellow associations to denounce the events of
“Sheikh Jarrah neighborhood” and the attempt to
Judaizing the city of Al Quds Al-Arabi. The
statement reiterated the rejection of the Zionist
settler practices and supported the struggle of
the fraternal people of Palestine as well as
demanded the UN to immediately interfere to stop
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The By-Elections:

Following the statement of Kuwait National
Assembly on Tuesday the 30th of March
2021 regarding the vacancy of depute Dr.
Badr Al-Dahoom based on article 18 of the
National Assembly rules of procedure and
on article 84 of the constitution according to
the provisions of the Law no 35 of 1964
regarding the election of the National
Assembly members and its amended laws,
the Minister of the Interior issued the
Ministerial Decree no 206 for 2021 stating
the calling for the National Assembly
membership by-election in the bth electoral
district on Saturday the 22d of May 2021.

During his meeting held on Monday the 3rd
of May 2021, the Cabinet of Kuwait
promulgated the decision on approving of
the participation of Kuwait Transparency
Society in monitoring the electoral process
along with other fellow Public Welfare
Associations within the framework of the
commitment of the Cabinet to manifest
complete transparency during all the stages
of the electoral process.
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KTS started immediately the work of “The Civil Commission for Democracy” in order
to monitor the National Assembly elections to ensure their integrity according to
laws and regulations in force. In fact, the Commission invited all citizens to volunteer
within the Commission’s teams by launching the direct registration link in order to
form teams to monitor as usual the by-elections. Thus, 86 volunteered within the
local team and the Commission organized for them a training course in cooperation
with Kuwait Anti-Corruption Authority (Nazaha), the General Assembly members and
the head of teams. Moreover, the Commission started its general monitoring of the
social media publications made by the parties concerned with the elections process
and all the candidates and then proceeded in measuring them with the laws and
regulations in force and the related world technical standards. “Transparency”
started on the day of the elections to monitor the course of the electoral process in
every polling station and to ensure the integrity and the flexibility of the procedures
all day long. It also issued a detailed report for all the electoral process procedures
with recommendations to improve the electoral process in particular and democracy
in general.
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Honoring Ceremony for the local team volunteers:
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In gratitude for the role of the
Organization’s volunteers during the
elections period, the Organization held,
in cooperation with the Oversight and
Anti-Corruption Authority, an honoring
ceremony for the local team volunteers
on the stage of the Authority in the
region of Al-Shamiyi. The ceremony
included words of thanks to the role of
the volunteers and distribution of
certificates of appreciation from the
Organization to them.
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Supporting action:
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The Organization participated in the media campaign for the support of the
Palestinian people within the campaign “Palestine the Compass” by participating in a
video for the representatives of the Public Welfare Associations and touching on the
importance of the cause and its Arab and Islamic aspects.
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Monitoring the performance of governmental bodies:

Based on the role of Kuwait Transparency Society as a member in the Higher
Coordination Committee for the National Strategy for the Promotion of Integrity and
Anti-corruption in monitoring and following up the performance of the governmental
bodies in applying the strategy regulations as well as all the efforts that would
promote the culture of transparency and integrity, the Organization conducted a
survey on all the websites of the governmental bodies and companies covered by
law no12 of 2020 regarding the free access to information and its operational list,
and measured the extent of their compliance with the voluntary disclosure of
information as well as included a guidance manual and demanded access to
information in accordance with the law.

The purpose of this initiative is to measure the extent of compliance of these bodies
and also to urge them to immediately apply the law.

This monitoring was well-publicized by the media which highlighted the causes of
the non-compliance of these bodies and appealed to the officials to quickly respond
to the appeals of KTS.
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The UNCACCOALITION meeting:

The Organization participated in the first
regional meetings of the UNCACCOALITION
and it mainly highlighted the efforts of the
civil society in general and KTS in particular
in the contribution to the adoption of laws
regarding the Convention and the support of ,
relevant State's efforts as well as the §iki "l‘ \
coalitions made by “Transparency” to .

During his travel, Mr. Al- Mutairi visited many actors such
as the General Anti-Corruption Commission and Uzbekistan Transparency Society.
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Launching of the Governmental Bodies Awareness Campaign

for the Free Access to Information Law:

“The journey of change starts with a person who
believed in it and volunteered to make it work”.

On the basis of Kuwait Transparency Society's
integral role, according to the National Strategy for
the Promotion of Integrity and Anti-corruption, the
Organization started since the issuance of the
implementing regulation, to monitor the extent of
compliance of the following governmental bodies
covered by law under article 1: “Ministries, public
bodies and institutions and other public figures,
Kuwaiti companies in which the state or a public
authority contributes by a maximum of 50% of their
capital, and private companies and institutions that
hold information or documents on behalf of these
bodies”, with the application of its sections.
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Through a quick survey of all the governmental
websites, the Organization noticed that the number
of the bodies that posted the guidance manual and
the application form to have access to information
on their websites didn’'t exceed 10% of the bodies
total number. It was noted as well that many of
these bodies didn’'t comply with the issuance of the
administrative decision relating to the appointment
of the employee in charge of receiving the
applications to access to information according to
article 1 of the Law which is considered a
fundamental element to organize receival of

applications and handling them.
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In order to raise awareness among the
governmental bodies of the importance of
this law, to highlight the most important of its
sections that should be applied and to
increase transparency culture in dealing with
the requests for the right to access to
information as well as knowing the rights
and the obligations of the relevant employee,
Kuwait Transparency Society launched an
awareness campaign addressed, over two
days, to the employees of the bodies covered
by Free Access to Information Law with the
participation of 13 volunteer trainers to train
them on practical skills and on
understanding the legal aspects. The first
day was dedicated to present information
about the law and its implementing
regulation and the second day for the
training on communication skills and the
rights of the relevant employee.
